 SUMMER Internship INFORMATION
The PEACE Summer Internship Program gives college and graduate students the opportunity to improve their Spanish language skills and help public school children in Mexico to launch their own businesses during an innovative summer camp.  The 7-week internship program will bring together over 50 interns from the US and Mexico to teach a curriculum focused on helping students in the Bahia de Banderas region near Puerto Vallarta, Mexico to develop English language and entrepreneurial skills. You will teach local students during a 4-week summer camp. At the same time you will take intensive Spanish classes, complete a professional development program, and explore the towns and beaches in the region through a structured program of activities.
As an intern, you will work with local teachers and PEACE staff to refine the curriculum you will teach in your classroom. You will work with a class of 15 students in middle school or junior high school to launch an entrepreneurial venture. You will empower your students by teaching them how to add value to their communities through our project-based curriculum.
